Banner Stealing Chairperson's duties

Per by-laws:

ARTICLE V - Section 2:


Other officers shall be committee people deemed necessary by the office of President.

ARTICLE V - Section 7:

Club officers shall be charged with and authorized to carry out the business of the Mountaineers Club.  Any and all business of the officers shall be available to any club member upon request.

Traditional duties

1. Attend all Board meetings

2. Responsible for getting a minimum of one square to cover each dance to steal or retrieve .

3. Keep records of member participation for stealing and other approved activities and post the list at each dance.

4. Award dangles for participation.

5. Announce the Banner statistics at each dance during the announcement session.

6. Recognize clubs that are at our dance to steal/retrieve.  If necessary, select one club to steal the banner

7. Have sign-up sheets at each of our dances for each qualifying dance and approach members to sign-up.

8. Make sure to notify dancers that have signed up if a square falls apart.  Let them know that it is not mandatory for them to go.

9. Involve students in stealing as soon as possible. Check with instructor.

Details of duties
1. Attend all Board Meetings

· Give a report of activities for the month

2. Responsible for getting a minimum of one square to cover each dance to steal or retrieve .

· Determine which dances where we can steal or retrieve

· Attempt to get a square (or more) to attend dance(s) where we can steal or retrieve

· Coordinate with dancers wishing to steal/retrieve to attempt to get a square at each eligible dance
3. Keep records of member participation for stealing and other approved activities and post the list at each dance.
· Collect information from each dance where Mountaineers attempted to steal/retrieve and form other approved activities of the dancers participating

· Add to each dancer’s total credit for the dance/activity on a master list of accumulated activities

· Post the updated list of participation at each club dance

4. Award dangles for participation.

· At appropriate milestone levels, award dangles to members for attaining that level
5. Post the Banner statistics at each dance.

· Announce members who have reached a hundred-level milestone

6. Recognize clubs that are at our dance to steal/retrieve.  If necessary, select one club to steal the banner

· Recognize each club that has a full square in attendance at the dance to steal/retieve

· Arrange to return the banner to each club retrieving

· Arrange to give our banner to the club who steals it.  If more than one club is present to steal, have them draw to see which one will win the banner.  

7. Have sign-up sheets at each dance, for each qualifying dance and recruit members to sign-up.

8. Make sure to notify dancers that have signed up if a square falls apart.  Let them know that it is not mandatory for them to go.

· When dancers scheduled to participate in a steal/retrieve attempt let you know they can’t make it, and there won’t be the required square, advise other dancers as soon as possible

9. Involve students in stealing as soon as possible. Check with instructor.

· As students get to a point where they can successfully attend a dance and handle the calls, begin to recruit them to steal/retrieve to help in the attempt and to bolster their skill
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
