PRESIDENTS’ DUTIES

Per by-laws

ARTICLE IV :

Section 1:
The officers of the club shall review and establish the dues each year.  The guidelines for establishing dues shall be to meet the necessary expenses of the club and provide not profit.

Section 2:
Dance fees shall be reviewed and established each year by the club officers.  Guidelines for establishing dues shall meet necessary expenses and provide no profit.  Membership fees shall be less than guest fees.

ARTICLE V:

Section 1: 
The elected officers of the Mountaineers shall be President, Vice-President/President-Elect, Corresponding Secretary, Recording Secretary, Junior Treasurer and Senior treasurer.  Vice President shall also be President-Elect to provide continuity in office.  Officers, whether couples or individuals sharing an office, shall be considered to fill the offices jointly and shall serve for one (1) year. They may be re-elected.

Section 2:
Other officers shall be committee people deemed necessary by the office of President.

ARTICLE V - Section 3:

Duties of President shall be to preside over meetings and carry out necessary duties to provide successful and enjoyable dances.  Council representatives and a nominating committee shall be appointed by this office. 

TRADITIONAL DUTIES

1. Chair Board Meetings.

2. Make announcements at each dance.

3. Make and maintain Board Agenda and Club Calendar

4. Correspond with Lodge officials.

5. Coordinate officers and committee chair-people and oversee all club activities.

6. Responsible for planning Special Dances such as: Past Presidents/Anniversary dance, Holiday dances including Christmas and New Years, and Hospice dances.

7. Pay Caller & Cuer at dance.

8. Make sure preparations are all in place for each dance.

9. Receive club phone calls and handle.

10. Welcome guests and thank them for coming.

11. Correspond on behalf of the club as is necessary.

12. Write "Presidents Corner" for the Club Newsletter.

13. Address the Graduating class prior to graduation about the club benefits and responsibilities as members.

14. Attending Beginners lessons.

15. Review Bylaws yearly with the Board.

16. Help the Vice Presidents at the Club Picnic.

17. Registering for the Western Welcome Parade.
